Slovakia: demographic and statistic information

General Set of demografic data

Total population ,structure by sex, age cohorts

Demographic development in Slovakia is characterized by following trends of basic demographic process during the last years: long-lasting decrease of natality, halted since year 2002, stabilized mortality (quite high) with significantly higher values for men than for women; minimal natural growth of population; mild growth of life expectancy age; decreasing trend in marriage rate – also reduced since year 2002; progressively increasing divorce rate; increasing marriage age  and also age of first childbirth; growth of  number and percentage of extramarital children.

This trend leads not only to changes in structure of family and households (reduction of families – less children in families, decrease of  two-parental families and increase of single households and families with one parent – predominantly mothers) but it also leads to changes in population structure. 

· Population in total –  age and gender structure

The Slovak republic had 5 391 thousand inhabitants in year 2006, 2 774 thousand women of it. Percentage of women in total population of SR is lightly higher than percentage of men. When we compare years we can observe a progressive increase of female representation. Women comprised 50,65 % of total population in Slovakia in 1970’s, but it was 51,46 % in year 2006.

Although women lightly prevail in total population, it does not hold for all age groups. The structure of women from the perspective of age has moved to higher age categories in comparison with men. Since there are born more boys than girls, the boys prevail in lower age categories but the percentage of women and men equalize around age of 45 and women gain the upper hand after this age. Preponderance of women constantly grows with higher age. Average age of women is circa 3 years higher than of men. Average age of men reached 36,06 and 39,25 of women  in year 2006. Not only the data of age and sex structure of population of SR indicates total ageing but it also confirms a process of progressive feminization of seniority.   

· Economically active population: numbers and percentage of women in productive age

Long-term decrease of natality and fertility appeared in reduction of child population at the earliest. The decrease of child population can manifest in to ways: either productive population grows or the change consequently shifts also into increase of post-productive segment. Decrease of number of children led to strengthening of middle generation in Slovakia. The most group are inhabitants in productive age in SR (statistically defined by age 15-64 years), they constituted 71,6 %  of total population in year 2006.  Women represent exact half of this group; they constitute 50,2 % of productive inhabitants of total rate 3 862,2 thousand.

Percentage of oldest post-productive inhabitants has increased only mildly during the last two decades, mainly among male population. Percentage of productive women of total population reached value of 7,3 %  in the last assessed year – 2006 – and percentage of the same men reached only 4,4 %. Women prevail within the group of post-productive inhabitants – their proportion reached 62,6 % in the end of 2006.

Given motions between basic groups of population declare that ageing process was located predominantly within middle age group of inhabitants until now. The latest trend suggests progressive transition to intense ageing process, which is characterized by significant growth of number and percentage of post-productive inhabitants. Demographists estimate its top in year 2020.

Growth of productive part of population means, from economical aspect, growth of potential economical activity and employment rate. Still, not all adult inhabitants in productive age are economically active (part of labour force of society); some people are excluded from the economical activity. Not only students and retirees (invalid, early) but also people taking care households, inoperable people, and people who do not need or do not want to work are not ranged into a group of economically active people. Economically active inhabitants reach number exceeding 2,6 million in last years. Rate of population economical activity, as ratio of working force of total population older than 15 yeas, was keeping abreast with over 60 % until half of the 1990’s; it decreased under this point (59,1 % in 2006) in last two years.  More or less, it means that six from ten people older than 15 years are economically active in Slovakia. Rate of economical activity is 50,7 % for women and 68,2% for men. 

Still even membership in a group of economically active does not automatically mean being a worker. There is a group of unemployed except labour market participators among them. Growth of number of economically active people does not have to lead automatically to growth of employment rate. In a combination with deficiency of working places, it can lead to growth of unemployment rate what was the case of Slovakia for years. A sizeable part of potential of productive people remained unwon for enhancement of source production; contrariwise the society had to spend sources on unemployment solutions. 

· Working women of economically active population of women

An average rate of working people in SR constituted more than 2 301,4 thousand people in year 2006 of which 43,9 % were women.  More intense decline of working men numbers than of working women numbers in 1990’s induced that the representation of women among total working inhabitants was increasing since 1995. A last few years brought turnover – representation of women was progressively declining: their percentage was 2 % higher in year 2000.

Structure of working women and men in Slovakia disclosures many differences, e.g. in aspect of property sector. Even when female representation of employed within a business sector had been increasing, it constituted a minority of this group also in year 2006 (38,9 %). The percentage of women within employed in public sector increased to more than 52 %.  Representation of women within entrepreneurs does not reach even a quarter (24,1 %) but women prevail within helping members of household in family business (75 %). Intense representation of women in sector of services even strengthened in the last years. The significant gender segregation of some branches of economical activity and professions was deepened more (there are more than 80 % of women in some branches, e.g. education system, health system, social services or commerce). It is characteristic for Slovakia that there are few women in highest-class o employments (30,7 %) and in management – even in feminized branches. 

Unequal status on labour marked manifested in unequal reward. An average income of women falls behind 28 % of average income of men (year 2006). Lower incomes result in significant gender differences in amount of vested pension.  

· Total number of unemployed women of total of economically active population and economically active female population

Unemployment appeared in Slovakia in the beginning of the 1990’s (there was a full employment in Slovakia by the year 1989). Since then it was dynamically developingt: rate of registered unemployment increased from 1,6 % in year 1990 to 20,1 %  in year 1999  and it was moving about 12,9 % in year 2005. Development of unemployment in Slovakia documents that growing number of economically active population, hence labour force of society, does not always have shift into higher employment. Unemployment withdrew large part of this potential in Slovakia in the end of the 1990’s.

Relatively high level of employment of  women and men was characteristic for SR. Number of registered unemployed men and women as well as percentage of women of total unemployed  confirms it.  Percentage of women of total unemployed was higher than 50 % only during three-year period from 1993 to 1997 and then as late as in year 2005. Since year 2003  is rate of unemployment of women permanently higher than rate of unemployment of men.

Economically active men and women without education (more then 60 % of men and women in this category of education) and with primary education (rate of education of men with primary education was 32,1 % in year 1994 and increased to 55,1 % by the year 2004) are afflicted by the highest rate of unemployment. The rate of unemployment decreases with growing education. We can observe that the people with higher education find practical implication on labour market earlier – and vice versa – workers without education or with lower education have been displaced from labour market above all.

Hence, we can observe that unemployment in Slovakia is high. It hits women and men with lower education. The proportion of long-term and very long-term unemployment has increased within both groups – men and women during the last years; the trend is lightly sharper among women. A problem of unemployment of women and men in seniority has grown in last years also. 

II. Sample of specific Data and indicators

The most important factor of practical implementation on labour market is reached education. Not only is the degree of education significant but its orientation as well. Total level of education has increased in Slovakia during the last three decades. According to the census data on habitants, houses and flats in the year 1970, 60% of population older than 15 years in Slovakia had primary education or unfinished primary education, 20 % had vocational education, secondary education with graduation had 12 % and university education had only 3 %.  The percentage of holders of primary and unfinished primary education significantly decreased during the three decades, so they represented only 27,4 % in year 2001. The percentage of  people with secondary school education increased mostly. In addition, the percentage of people with finished university education increased to 9,7 % in year 2001.  Even though it is a significant move, Slovakia falls behind in comparison with EU member countries: in some EU countries is percentage of people with university education 20% of total population older than 15 years.

According to the census has the level of education of women increased very significantly, what mainly was declared at the increased percentage of women with secondary school education with graduation, which is higher than among men. Differences in representation of men and women in proportion of primary and university education disadvantaging women carry over.

Educational structure of working people in economy of SR has similar parameters, even though with a mild shift to higher education of women. The holders of vocational education comprised the largest group among working men reaching 40,5 % (this degree of education reached 25,1 % of women) in the year 2004. The largest percentage of women comprised of holders with sedondary education with graduation - 46,5 % (it was 32,5 % amon men). Percentage of university education holders was lightly higher among women (15,1 %  from the total of working women and 13,8 % from the total of working men), similarly as also percentage of primary education holders (6,5 % among working women and 3,9 % among working men). 

Statistic data implies that women within working people have a higher level of education. Their education is oriented on different domains of studies in the long term as education of men. This was declared in the long-term compound of secondary school students. According to the long-term statistics, boys select secondary vocational schools more often and girls select secondary schools with graduation. Interests of girls are oriented differently also in the single type of secondary schools as interests of boys. Within the vocational schools are girls oriented on domains that we can range to light industry or services, for instance sewers, dressmakers, salespersons, shoemakers, waitresses or cooks. Boys are more oriented on technical or engineering domains, possibly on building industry. Orientation of boys and girls sharply differs also on secondary specialized schools. Interests of boys directs to the technical fields again, mostly to the industrial schools of different type (engineering, electrical engineering etc.), or to the schools of forestry where their percentage exceeds 70%. Girls tend more to social field and schools of education, possibly to studies of economical orientation. Percentage of girls on secondary medical schools has been around  90 % for a long time and on the secondary schools of education is approaching 100% (see Appendix).
